Contemporary Art with a Southern Accent 

Dolan Geiman is a nationally recognized mixed media artist 
creating original paintings, collages, constructions, and 
limited-edition reproductions. Produced from salvaged 
wood, found objects, and other recycled materials, Geiman’s 
eco-friendly artwork emerges from a folk art tradition 
infused with a contemporary, urban style. 

Originally from Virginia’s Shenandoah Valley, Geiman 
currently lives and works in Chicago along with wife and 
business partner Ali Marie. Popular and reoccurring motifs 
in Geiman’s artwork include birds, woodland creatures, 
music, and Americana, creating an artwork that introduces a 
modern aesthetic while remaining true to its rustic roots.

 Nearly 100 retailers across the country currently stock Dolan Geiman artwork including Pendleton 
Woolen Mills, UncommonGoods, and Urban Outfitters.  

 Dolan Geiman has been featured in Country Living, Do it Yourself, Chicago Home + Garden, 
Uppercase, and boho magazines.  He has also been featured on the web at design*sponge, 
Treehugger, casasugar, Daily Candy, Cool Mom Picks, the Country Music Television blog and many 
other blogs.   

 Dolan Geiman appeared in a television episode of Total Wrecklamation on Planet Green, Discovery’s 
eco-lifestyle network.  Geiman’s artwork has appeared in It’s Kind of a Funny Story, Nightmare on 
Elm Street, Stomp the Yard 2, and House Hunters. 

 Dolan Geiman produced 183 BOX PRINT reproductions, Geiman’s innovative and ready-to-hang 
prints on wood, for the Hyatt-Regency Jersey City. Geiman has successfully completed commissions 
for hotels, children’s hospitals, corporate offices, and private homes worldwide. 

 For the Long Live Art project, Dolan Geiman partnered with Fossil to design a women’s T-shirt and 
watch tin, design and install window displays, and host in-store marketing events with live art 
making by Geiman.  

 For the two locations of the Rockit Bar & Grill in Chicago, owned by Chicago entertainment mogul 
Billy Dec, Geiman produced site-specific back bar installations using 100% waste-stream recycled 
materials like lawn mowers, wheel barrels, and even a chicken coop.  

 Dolan Geiman was the featured artist at the spring 2011 Bayou City Art Festival in Houston. Since 
2005, Geiman has toured the country to participate in the nation’s most prestigious fine art & craft 
fairs.
